Snyder has signed into leg-

islation new anti-bullying 

laws that school districts 

must implement.   

Although I havenôt seen the 

language of the law, I am 

well aware that school dis-

tricts are required to have 

policy in place within six 

months. 

Our district and our school 

already has policy, proce-

dures and consequences for 

bullying and harassing.  The 

most difficult piece of put-

ting an end to bullying is 

having it reported. 

Parents, if your student is a 

target of bullying, please 

report to an administrator or 

counselor.  Your son/

daughter should be afforded 

a safe and bully-free experi-

ence while at school.  We 

understand the concern of 

parents in thinking reporting 

bullying will only make it 

worse.  You need to trust 

that we will do everything 

in our power (with your 

cooperation) to make this 

cease.   

Also, parents, please keep 

in close communication 

with your son/daughter.  We 

have interviewed victims of 

bullying only to find out 

parents were not aware.  

High school-aged students 

have greater coping skills 

and internalize problems 

much more than when they 

were younger.   

And, by all means, if your 

son/daughter witnesses bul-

lying, please encourage 

them to report to us.  We 

will keep their name confi-

dential to the greatest extent 

possible.
